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summer time by motor boat and in the winter time by dog-sledges.
If the entire district is to be inspected the whole voyage takes about
2-3 weeks. During this time the Danish nurse will take charge of
the hospital. On the voyage the equipment consists of medicine, .
dressings, the necessary instruments for small surgical operations
and a good supply of food in case of being detained by rough
weather on a deserted place. The Esquimaux are very kind people
and if their confidence is once gained they are the best and most
facile patients. When the boat with the doctor is nearing a place
all inhabitants run down to the little harbour. If, after the
greetings, the doctor asks them how they are getting on, if any
of them are sick, they always answer, that all and every one are
well. Yet during the visit more and more cases turn up and when
the doctor is at length ready to leave and just about to go on board
one may be sure that still somebody is coming with tooth-ache
spinning out the time as long as possible. The first medical
woman in Greeland, Dr. (Mrs) Marie Krogh was there in 1908 for
scientific purposes. Later on the medical women Miss Carstens,
Miss Sveunsgaard ,Miss Fischer Rasmussen and the undersigned
have been in Greenland replacing the district doctor. This
autumn I am again going to Greenland as appointed district
doctor. Greenland for me is fairy-land, so beautiful, making one
feel the sublimity of life. It 15 an excellent field of work ;
with progress on all sides and problems everywhere, and one is,
even with a small salary, economically independent of the patients.
The expenditure for the medical system during the last 40 years
have been raised from 28000 Kr. to 300000 Kr, a year and this year
we have got the first X rays apparatus in Greenland and soon more
will follow. At last I am so happy being doctor in the second
northern district, Umanak, where one of the children’s sanatoriums
mentioned above, is situated. I expect much of it not only for
the sake of health but it is a pleasant and thankful task to teach the
small Esquimau children Hygiene, they remember it themselves
and their parents learn from them.

ETATS-UNIS

The mid-year meeting of the American Medical Women's
Association was held in Chicago.

An unusually large number of the Directors were there and
they were very hospitably entertained by the Chicago Members,

We now have 537 members and the prospects are good for a con-

siderable increase during the year. Probably the Annual Meeting
in Philadelphia, June 7, 1931, will see a large increase of eastern
members. We hope to have Lady Barrett with us at that meeting.

The Committee of the American Women's Hospital of which
Dr. Lovejoy is chairman, reported that they had undertaken to
give medical service in our southern mountains to the victims of
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fin n'exercent pas professionnellement mais jouent un réle actif
et important dans les ceuvres d'hygiéne sociale.

Aux séances de travail, ont été étudiées les organisations de
défense professionnelle, I'application de la nouvelle loi sur les
Assurances Sociales, la réglementation de la prostitution.

Aux séances amicales a été discutée la question de savoir si
les femmes médecins devaient étre appelées Docteur ou Docto-
resse, le mot Doctoresse n'existe pas encore dans le Dictionnaire
de I"Académie Francaise (il existera dans la 8° édition de ce dic-
tionnaire qui doit paraitre prochainement) et a été employé ancien-
nement dans un sens péjoratif : le dictionnaire Littré de 1874
donnait du mot Doctoresse la signification suivante : « Doctoresse
ou femme docteur, terme de plaisanterie employé par J.J. Rous-
seau ». Un référendum organisé par 1'Association Francaise
des Femmes Médecins démontra que la presque unanimité des
Femmes Médecins préférait étre désignée sous le nom de Docteur
et non de Doctoresse.

JAPON

Extracts from a letter from the Japanese National Corresponding
Secretary to the International Association.

At the time of our great catastrophe years ago, the Federation
of about 32 Tokyo Women’s Societies had been organised for the
aid of our Refugees, and now it has forty affiliated Societies and
our Medical Women's Association is one of them,

On the 14th of November 1930, there was a big earthquake
at Mishima, Nirayama znd Nagacka Izu of Shiznoka Prefecture,
six hours' ride on the train from Tokyo ; almost all the houses had
fallen flat on the ground but fortunately no fire so the damage
was not so bad as if the fire had destroyed them.

Nurseries had been thought of to help the people, so the Fede-
ration and Christian Societies soon started the nurseries at those
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places. The people there appreciate them so much. Between
two hundred and fifty and three hundred children are well taken
care of every day.

At the last Council Meeting of our Association, we decided
that we shall wvisit hospitals, dispensaries, nurseries or any oth:r
social works every once in a while. In January, eight of us visited
the Lepers Hospital where there are nearly three hundred. The
Hospital has a lot of ground where they have several houses,
according to the stages of the disease and men, women, young
men, girls and little children are all in separate houses and there is
a large Chapel. The have a school system too. All are taught
to think of others who are worse than themselves and to have
sympathy for them and make them feel happy. Even though they
are afflicted with such a disease, their faces are bright and they are
full of good spirits ; they really made us feel ashamed of our
selfishness.

We are very proud of Dr. Nishimura who was honored with
the degree of Ph. D. from the Imperial University on the thesis of
Ear Anatomy (her ten years hard research work on the Ear).

A brief statement of the development of medical women in Japan

We learn from Japanese history that about 1200 years ago, the
Government gave to some 50 young women, I5 to 30 years of age,
and to some other women with moderate education, lectures in
obstetrics and minor surgical operations, such as boils, abcesses, etc.
also in Acupuncture, — a method of treating nzuralgia, stiff-neck,
and shoulders, by the use of fine silver or gold needles inzerted into
the nerves ; also Moxa, — or dried leaves of the moxa plant, dried,
made into a cone shape, placed on specified places of the body,
and then burned. These women, so instructed, became trained
nurses ; and thus originated the name Doctresses, such as you
find in Roman history, called ,, Medica ".

In 1196 a woman trained for this work was appointed professor
to teach obstetrics to girls and women.

About 100 years ago, there lived in Tokyo (IMis3) Dr. H. Mori-
zaki, who became widely known as a scholar and author of obste-
trical works, as well as an experienced physician. She instructed
several girl students in her home.

In 1822, Dr. O Nakanishi (Miss) of Tokio, and Dr. T. Naka
(Mrs), of Osaka, attained a wide reputation as efficient phisicians.
Besides them there were, in the latter part of the Tokugawa period,
a number of skilful women doctors.

There were also some women eye doctors in country places

who acquired a large practice.
- Some 6o years ago, the Government passed a law requiring
male physicians to pass a strict examination in order to obtain a
license to practise medicine, but from this examination women were
excluded.

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Dr. G. Ogino (Miss), of Tokyo, who graduated from a medical
school opened for men, was much disappointed, because in 1882,
there was no way for a woman to secure permission to practise
medicine. So with the assistance of Count. C. Ishiguro, an Army
Surgeon, she and others presented to Dr. 5. Nagayo, Head of the
Board of Health, a Petition to allow women to practice, after
passing the Government examination. Her petition was rejected ;
but this did not break her courage ; and she persisted in trying
again and again for years, appealing for women to be allowed, when
qualified, to practice. Her persistence and energy finally broke
down the opposition, and Dr. Nagayo granted her petition. She
passed her examination with high grade, and was licensed to
practice in 1884. She was a Pioneer, and a Benefactor to her
sisters in Japan, in medical practice. She was also a very earnest
Christian, and healed not only the bodies but the souls of many.
She died in 1918, after a life of intense service to her fellow coun-
trymen.

Next to her, the people of Japan owe a great debt to (Miss)
Dr. M. Takahashi. She now, at the ripe age of about 7o years,
lives a retired life in Tokyo. It was she who firs opened the
tightly closed doors of the medical school of Dr. Hasegawa, —
tightly closed against women, — and secured the privilege for
women to attend the clinics ; and also they may attend the clinics
in Dr. S. Sato’s Juntendo Hospital, at Ocha-no-Misu, Tokyo.
(She died in 1927.)

When she first called on Dr. Sato, he refused to see her. She
wished, by attendance upon his clinics, to enable herself to pass
the Government Examination. She, when refused, went back to
him the next day, but was refused again. Determined not to be
defeated, she went back and sar at the door of his lobby, day after
day, hoping that she might meet him and personally present her
request Her zeal troubled him much, and he finally permitted
her to a tend his clinic. She passed the examination with great
credit, and a license was obtained for her to practice. It was
through her earnest effort in securing this permission that many
women were enabled to enter he Coeducation Medical School.
In 15 years over 100 women graduates in medicine were turned out
for valuable service,

It became necessary in 1gor to close this school, and its
closing brought great disappointment to the girls studying there ;
this led (Mrs.) Dr. Yoshioka to start a small school for their
benefit. This school made good progress : and in 1920 was
recognized by the Government as the Tokyo Woman's Medical
College. At present there are about 700 students in attendance.
Dr. Kyoko Okami is the first Japanese woman who studied medi-
cine abroad. She gratuated from the Woman's Medical College
in Philadelphia and came back to Japan in 188g.

Dr. K. Takarta, a very earnest and faithful Christian, had a
great sympathy for women doctors, and was the first one to invite
them, — about 30 years ago, to positions as interns in his Hospital
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at Tokyo. He has ever since had both women and men interns
in his Hespital.

There are now over 1000 medical women practicioners in
Japan. Nearly 700 are in private practice as Obstetricians,
Gynaecologists, Surgeons, specialists in Internal medicine, Pedea-
tricians, Oculists, Nose and Throat Specialists, Dermatologists, etc.;
Over 150 are working in both Public and Private Hospitals; in
Government Boards of Health, in the social work department, and
in the educational department. About 50 are abroad, working in
the hospitals of India, South Sea Islands, Manchuria and Korea.
Over 200 are in research work. Some have married.

Woman physicians today have a good standing in society, and
are in constant demand in hospitals, as chool physicians, visiting
physicians among the poor, physicians in factories, etc. The
field of the medical woman is extending in various directions.

NORVEGE

Report of the activity of medical women in Norway for 1929 et
1930.

As to the activity of our Association a meeting was held in the
home of a collegue, March 13th, 1929 to discuss the possibilities
for medical women to fill a clinic (Bethania, Oslo) with their
patients. In April Dr. Dagny Bang went to the international
congress of medical women in Paris. At the general meeting of
the year, Dr. Hanna Berghoff (specialist in pediatrics, Oslo) was
chosen as president after Dr. Dagny Bang who had held the posi-
tion for four years. The vice-president was Dr, Ellinor Jamvold
(specialist in surgery, Oslo) and the secretary, Dr. Asgierd Klingen-
berg, (specialist in internal medicine, Oslo).

Dr. Dagny Bang gave a report of the Congress in Paris,

In September 1929 the president and the secretary took part
in a meeting at Goteborg, Sweden, inviied by the Club of Swedish
medical women, where special laws for women in industry were
discussed. Dr. Hanna Berghoff gave a general account of the
position in Norway.

On December 16, 1929, a Xmas party was held in the hotel
of the Women's Club, Oslo, where the new women dectors were
invited as guests. .

On March 3rd 1930, there was an ordinary meeting with report
by the president of the meeting mentioned in Goteborg, Dr. Tove
Moler, (Oslo) told about the Bureaus for Mothet's Hygiene and
their work.

On June 6th, 1930 a general meeting was held for the reelection
of the Officers. Dr. Tove Moler gave a causerie on a study trip
she had made to England and told especially of the Medical Wo-
men's Hospitals there.
